How to Make a Neighborhood Spirit Pennant
Spirit pennants are more commonly used at sporting events however they can also be used at pep rallies like our upcoming INRC Annual Meeting.  Please consider making a pennant that best represents your neighborhood!  

Show off your neighborhood spirit with style.  Get creative and make your own pennant by using a few simple craft materials and the colors and design theme that represent your neighborhood.  All neighborhood pennants will be displayed at the Annual Meeting.  We ask that you drop off your neighborhood pennant at the INRC office by 5:00pm, Wednesday, September 22nd so we can hang all pennants on Monday afternoon.  Afterwards the pennants will be on display at the INRC office.
Step 1: Cut a piece of felt into a rectangle.  Your rectangle should measure 24 x 18 inches

Step 2: Use letter stencils to create your neighborhood name on another piece of felt.  You can also use picture stencils to create your symbol or logo.  Cut out the letters and symbols.
Step 3: Arrange your letters and symbols on the pennant to get an idea of how you want to design it.  Glue them down once you have decided on the design.   All flags will be displayed with the orientation of the short side at the top and the point hanging down.  
Step 4: Now you are ready to cheer and show your neighborhood pride!
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
